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Getting the Most Out of Tires

By Waldemar Kaempffert
WHEN an iron-tired wheel rides over a pebble, the entire

weight on the axle must be lifted at a great expenditure

of power. When a pneumatic tire passes over the same
pebble, the soft, elastic material of which the tire is composed
yields. Some extra power has no doubt, been expended in
bending the tire, but little vibration has been transmitted.
Hence, a pneumatic tire, whether it is used on a horse-drawn
buggy or an automobile, is both a vibration-preventer and a
protector. If the pneumatic tire had never been invented, if
there were no way of imprisoning air in some flexible, resilient
skin like rubber, the automobile would be vastly different
from the machine with which we are familiar. The combination
of air and rubber constitutes the best shock absorber ever
invented. Consider what is expected of it. Roads are rough
and engines are strong. The tire must stand the friction of the
road and the pull of the engine. It must run through muddy
pools and plough through sand and dust. It must adapt itself
to the zero weather of winter and the scorching heat of summer.
There is not another invention of which so much is inconsist-
ently demanded.

Rubber is to a pneumatic tire what a film of soapy water is
to a bubble—a container. A tire is buoyant not because of the
elastic rubber of which its outer casing is constituted, but
because of the air it contains. It is the air in a tire that makes
motoring so wonderfully comfortable, so delightfully smooth—
not the rubber.

In all the world there is nothing quite like rubber—nothing
else which is at once waterproof and airproof, tough and elastic.
That is why it is so essential in the making of tires. For more
than a quarter of a century inventors have been trying inces-
santly to devise a wheel which will carry a heavy automobile
buoyantly over stones and ruts and which will not include
rubber in its construction. Indeed, the best engineers of our
time have attacked the problem of doing away with rubber.
But pneumatic tires are still made of rubber.
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You Have a Skeleton to Strengthen You—So Has a Tire

Although rubber is strong, it is not strong enough to perform
the task of supporting a heavy automobile and of bending
hundreds and hundreds of times as the wheel that it surrounds
turns on the road. Something which is flexible, without neces-
sarily being elastic, something which is much more durable than
rubber must perform the hard work expected of a tire. A fabric
of some kind at once suggests itself; for a fabric can be made
‘pliable and strong. But the fabric must be much more than
pliable and strong. It must lend itself to union with rubber by
heat. Years of experimenting have taught tire manufacturers
that cotton is the best material of which the fabric can be
made. The silk out of which a queen’s gown is fashioned is
not so carefully selected as the cotton out of which your tires
are made in part. The finest, long-fiber varieties are utilized,
and they are chosen only after they have satisfactorily with-
stood a very rigorous series of scientific tests. Cotton fabric is
to a tire what steel ribs are to a ship—an indispensable sup-
porting, strengthening, and stiffening framework.

The amount of rubber and the amount of cotton utilized in
a tire are not determined haphazard. There must be a nice
proportion of each. A tire must be durable; but if it contains
too much rubber and too much fabric, it will not be resilient
enough, and it will deteriorate rapidly. You have heard the
expression ‘‘balance’” used in connection with tires? All the
large manufacturers try to make what they call ‘‘balanced”
tires. They mean that they have so proportioned the amounts
of fabric and rubber that they have succeeded in producing the
strongest and at the same time the most resilient tire possible;
also that they have designed a tire, which, if properly used,
will wear out not in any one part, but in all parts.

How a Tire is Shaped and Why
If you will study the accompanying sectional view of a tire
you will see how ply on ply of fabric is used to build up a strong
carcass and how the rubber is ingeniously distributed so that
it is thickest where it needs to be thick and thinnest where
it may be made thin. But all sectional views are misleading
in a sense. They are accurate enough physically, but chem-

ically they are meaningless. That is because a chemical process
is so mysterious, so subtle, that it cannot be depicted. Although
rubber and fabric are pictured as distinct from each other as
jelly in a layer cake, they are in reality united. For a tire
is vulcanized; in other words, heated in a steam oven. Thus
the rubber and the fabric are united. The rubber, of which a
tire is in part composed, is intimately mixed with sulphur and
other ingredients. The heating of the compound thus produced
(vulcanization) is a very critical stage in the manufacture of a
tire. On the manner in which it is carried out depends the
durability of the tire. Even though it be composed of such
radically different substances as cotton and rubber, a tire is
nevertheless a unit. The strange effect that heat has on rubber
to which sulphur has been added brings about that result.
Think of a tire, then, as you would of the cement and the sand

and the gravel of which a concrete wall is made—as a single
thing.

Eyes Were Made to See With. Use Them and You Will
Save Tire Money

Now that you know in a general way how a tire is designed
and how it is vulcanized into a homogeneous tube of rubber
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and cotton, you will understand why the instructions that are
about to be given are worth following. A battleship has its
limitations. So has a tire. You can’t expect a battleship to
stay afloat very long after a mine has exploded beneath her,
even though her designers considered the possibility of such an
encounter. You can’t expect a tire to stand up when it is under-
inflated, or run repeatedly and violently against curbstones,
even though its manufacturer knew that it would be called
upon to sustain a certain amount of abuse. The commander
of a battleship can’t avoid a mine, because he can’t see it. But
the driver of an automobile can avoid nearly all the dangers
that tires must encounter, simply because he can see them.
And by avoiding them, he saves tire money. Fully thirty per cent
of the money annually spent on tires is wasted, because drivers
are careless or ignorant. All told, we waste, as a nation, more
than one hundred million dollars annually at that rate.

Keep Your Tires Properly Inflated. The Air is Free.

Now of all the abuses to which a tire is subjected, that against
which tire manufacturers direct their more impressive warnings
is under-inflation. A soft tire rides a little more easily than
a hard tire,—that, rather than laziness or forgetfulness, is the
cause of most under-inflation. But what a price must be paid!
A tire which is intended by its maker to be filled with air at
80 pounds pressure—a 34 x 4 tire—is driven at 60 pounds. And
what is the result? A loss in life of perhaps 1,000 miles and six
dollars in money. Multiply that by the number of tires that you
buy in a year and you can readily see that you may lose forty
or fifty dollars—all because not enough free air was pumped in.

Only when a tire is inflated to the pressure designated by the
- manufacturer can it perform the full service that it is supposed
to render. A fully-inflated tire acts to a certain extent as a
buffer; it is more resistant to sharp stones. A soft tire yields
so' readily that it is easily cut by nails, glass and gravel. The
spring suspension of a car takes up the shock that is not ab-
sorbed by hard tires; but when the tires are soft, the spring
suspension is all but idle.

You know what happens when you succeed in breaking a piece
of wire by bending it back and forth in your hands. It grows
XVill
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very hot. As you bowl along over the road
the side walls of your tires bend many times
a minute; they grow hot, just as the wire 'did
in your hands. When under-inflated, a tire
bends more than when it is correctly inflated.
Therefore, it grows hotter the softer it is.
Heat has as marked an effect on rubber as it
has on cheese. Remember that rubber per-
meates the tire, even to the fabric itself, so
that the carcass and the case are one. Heat
softens the rubber bond between the various
layers. They are no longer subject to stretching
power as a unit, but are so many separate parts.
As a result, they pull apart when they strike
an obstacle. Sooner or later a blow-out occurs.
When you take the tire to the adjuster of the
manufacturing company and he gazes on its
bumps and blisters, rest assured that he knows
why you came to him. The story of under-infla-
tion is told plainly enough to his experienced eyes.

Measure the Air Pressure—Don’t
Guess at it.

Don't guess at the pressure within a tire.
Use a pressure gauge once a week. For the front

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example, will give the best results under an approximate load of
750 pounds at an inflaticn pressure of about 60 pounds.
Nearly every manufacturer recommends what he calls
“oversize’’ tires for cars which carry extra heavy loads. The
term ought never to have been coined. There are only right
tires and wrong tires, and it is the business of the driver to use’
only the right kind. He must select his tires according to the
load that he carries. An engineer does not specify ‘‘extra strong’’
steel when he erects a skyscraper; he
asks for steel of a certain tensile or
certain crushing strength. And so
the driver of a car should ask for a
tire which will sustain a load of a
specified number of pounds. The
term ‘‘oversize” is unscientific be-
cause it is too inexact, too meaning-
less.

It is commonly supposed that on a
hot summer day a tire may explode
because of the expansion of the air
within. True, air does expand when
it is heated. But no day is ever so
hot—not even in the tropics—that
there is any danger of a tire's ex-
ploding. The expansion due to
summer heat is in fact so small that
it is negligible. At the end of a day’s
run, with the thermometer over
ninety degrees in the shade, the
pressure within a tire will never in-
crease six pounds. There is little
danger of over-inflation. Most tires
can stand a pressure four times as

greater in cold than in warm climates.
That is due to the effect of heat not on the confined air but on
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the rubber of the tire. As soon as the temperature reaches
90 degrees in the shade, trouble begins; every additional degree
of heat is detrimental to the rubber. On the Indianapolis
speedway, where the temperature is often 90 degrees during the
summer racing season, cars average about 80 miles an hour.
Their tires never last more than 300 miles, chiefly because the
temperature to which they are subjected approaches 300 degrees.
The internal pressure in the tires of one of these Speedway
racers has been known to rise fifteen pounds to the square
inch. But on an ordinary road it is impossible to increase
the pressure more than six or seven pounds even on the hot-
test day.

Blows and the Bruises They Cause. Remember, a Tire,
too, Has a Solar Plexus

A tire is very much like a human being in this:—It may
sustain internal injuries without revealing a scratch on its outer
surface. A blow will injure a man internally; a blow breaks the
internal tire fabric. As the wheel turns mile after mile the
break widens. And then, some days or weeks later, there is a
blowout—a loud report which may burst on the air even though
the car is standing still.

A little experiment will teach you the effect of a violent blow
on a tire. Take a pad of paper and bend it into the shape of a
tire tread. Then, holding the edges tightly, bend the pad in
the opposite direction. You will see at once that the strain
normally divided among the sheets of paper (the equivalent of
fabric plies in a tire) is thrown on the inside sheet. As a result,
that sheet breaks. That is exactly what happens to the fabric
layers in your tire when you run violently against a stone or a
curb. An under-inflated tire is more easily ruptured than one
over-inflated.

The fabric of a tire is very strong. To break it you would
have to drop a 75-pound weight upon it from a height of 12 feet
if the air pressure in the tube is 70 pounds to the square inch.
You can imagine, therefore, how severe must be the shock of
running against a large stone if it is capable of injuring the stout,
internal fabric. Run over a stone no bigger than a hen’s egg at
the rate of 40 miles an hour and a fracture is sure to result if
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ment will follow. Loose
or ill-fitting studs always
allow some movement
of the tire.

See that Your Wheels
Are True

If tires are to wear
well, the front and rear
wheels of the car must
be in line. As soon as
the wheels are out of
alignment—and that
happens sooner or later -
—the tires no longer
roll freely, but scrape a .
little. Wheels may fail to run true for a dozen reasons. An
axle may be bent; a hub disk may be loose or worn; a steering-
rod or knuckle may not be straight; a connecting-rod may be
too long or too short; the holding-nuts on the rims may not
have been evenly tightened all around; the brake-drum may be
improperly adjusted. The service stations of both automobile
and tire-makers will test the alignment of your wheels for you.
If the wheels are not true then the cause must be discovered
by a rigorous examination, and the proper remedy applied.

Lubricate the Tube—But Wisely

Since the side walls of a tire are constantly bending, since
this bendmg generates heat, and since heat is bad for a tire, some
form of tube lubrication is necessary. Although tire manu-
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facturers coat the inside of a tube with a solution which prevents
inner tubes from sticking to the casing, soapstone, or powdered
mica, or talc must be used. But the powder must be well dis-
tributed. If it collects in lumps it will chafe the inner tube and
the casing, burn the rubber in hot weather, and honeycomb the
tire. Distribute the powder with a soft rag.

Don’t Neglect Cuts. Think of Sharp Knives and Your
Fingers

When you cut your finger you take good care to keep out
foreign matter. In its way a tire is as sensitive to cuts as your
flesh. When new it is as smooth as your skin. Let it be cut
ever so slightly and trouble begins. As the weight of the car
presses down the elastic rubber ex-
pands and the cut is held wide open.
A grain or two of sand enters. It
works its way in and in and in. It
wedges itself between cover and fab-
ric. “‘Sand boils” form. . Water en-
ters and rots the canvas. The entire

tread may be pried loose.

Close the slightest cut as soon as
you can. Use a vulcanizer or plug
the opening with a preparation rec-
ommended by the maker of the tire.
Vulcanization is better than filling.

It pays to clean your tires regularly
and to pick out the tacks, bits of glass
and metal that have imbedded them-
selves in the rubber.

And Don’t Run in Street Car
Tracks if it isn’t Absolutely
Necessary

The temptation to avoid cobbles by
running in car tracks is too strong to
be resisted. If persisted in, the

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edges of the steel rails. Worse still, the fabric itself may break
because the tire must bend sharply over and over again. The
sides are made to perform more work than the tread. No tire
can stand unevenly distributed strains very long.

Run in deep ruts continually and rub against curbstones too
frequently, and you will also wear away the tire.

The Sun Will Tan Your Skin. It Will Do More Than
That to Rubber. P. S.—Look Out for Qil and Grease, Too.

A very strange effect is produced on rubber
by sunlight. What are known as the ultra-
violet rays of sunlight bring about a curious
chemical disintegration. Strangely enough the
rays are invisible. Just as there are sounds so
high in pitch that you cannot hear them, so
there are rays of such high vibration that you
cannot see them. It is these rays in sunlight
that tan the human skin—a mere chemical
change. They affect rubber even more than
they do your skin. Therefore, store your
tires in a dark place when .they are not in
use and buy a case for the 'spare tires that
you carry on the car. ,

Oil, grease and kerosene are just as harmful
as sunlight. An oiled road can do no harm.
But don’t let your car stand in a pool of oil:
Wipe off any oil that may cling to the tires
with a rag soaked in gasoline or benzine.
Since the benzine or gasoline evaporates
very quickly it has no time to attack the
rubber; for both gasoline and benzine rot
away rubber as easily as oil.

The additional thickness generates heat, and
heat, as we have seen, is not good for rubber. Strange as it .
may seem, the thicker the tire—and inside protectors add to
the thickness—the greater the danger from bruises. That fol-
lows from the fact that a thick tire is subjected to greater
strains when distorted than a thin tire, and it cannot adapt
itself readily to them because thickness is not compatible with
resiliency.

Be Sure That Your Chains Are Properly Applied

Anti-skid chains are often a necessity. Properly applied,
they cannot injure a tire. If they are too tight, the cross grips
will bite into the rubber tread and allow dirt and moisture %o
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enter. Let them have just enough play to creep around the tire.
That will prevent the cross-grips from imbedding themselves.

When an automobile skids the tires are scraped on the road.
It is commonly supposed that skidding occurs only on a wet
smooth surface. Yet, a car may skid on a dry road covered
with a greasy film of dirt. In order that a tire may brush away
this film of moisture or greasy dirt, non-skid treads of various
forms-have been invented. They clean away the greasy film
and enable the tread to grip the road. Since water is a perfect
lubricant for rubber, non-skid treads are not always as effective
as chains in wet weather.

Tires Were Made to Roll, Not to Scrape. Learn, Then,
How to Brake Your Car

A tire which is worn away at one spot as the result of skidding
is not to be distinguished from one which has been scraped to
the fabric by unwise braking. Lock the wheels of your car when
you try to stop, and you are sure to scrape your tires on the road.
You might as well rub them down with sandpaper—the pro-
ceeding is just as reckless and expensive. A car. traveling at
thirty miles an hour cannot be stopped suddenly, even though
the brakes are applied so hard that the wheels are locked.
Braking is a little art in itself.

Inner Tubes—Handle Them as Carefully as You Would
a Baby

The inner tube is the heart of a tire. It is composed of layer
on layer of the finest rubber procurable, welded together. An
inner tube should fit its casing as neatly and comfortably as a
glove. If it is too small it stretches; stretching means heat and
heat means a rupture. If it is too large it folds on itself; folding
means cracking, and cracking means rupture. Hence, the
right sized inner tube should always be used. The misplacing
of flaps and the jamming of tire-tools may cause a puncture.
Use plenty of soapstone or mica to help the tube to slip into
position. Be sure that the valves are equipped with spreaders
adapted to the particular type of case used. :

it will chafe. Carry at least two inner tubes for emergencies.

Lastly, Be Fair to Your Tires

A tire is guaranteed for a certain number of miles. But that
guarantee does not hold good if the tire has been abused. It
means simply that it left the factory perfect and that if properly
used and cared for it will carry a car for a definite distance.
And yet, because tires are guaranteed, many drivers cherish
the illusion that they will give the mileage claimed by the
factory whether or not they are under-inflated, driven violently
against curbs and heavy stones, and run in car tracks. A tire

Automobile Rheumatics

Lubricating Oil—A Medicine for Gouty Cars
By Waldemar Kaempflert

F you could see a metal plate under the microscope you
would be astonished at its roughness. It seems all hills and
valleys. A file viewed with the unaided eye seems no

rougher. Place another metal plate upon it and rub the
two together. If the plates are highly polished the task is
easier than if they are rough. The hills and valleys of the one
intermesh with those of the other, and the greater the roughness
of the plates, in other words the deeper the valleys and the
higher the hills, the more difficult will it be to move one plate
on the other. Even the most highly polished metals cling to-
gether—‘‘seize’”’ each other as the mechanic expresses it.

In the unavoidable inequalities of rubbing surfaces you find
the cause of friction. When a savage wants to make a fire he
rubs two sticks together. Friction generates heat. Every Fiji
Islander is an expert on friction. The chief problem of mechanical
engineering is the reduction of friction. It takes energy to move
one thing on another, and if the object is to transmit power
by that motion, some of it will surely be lost in overcoming
friction. The mechanical monomaniac who fritters away his
life in devising perpetual motion machines finds that his mechan-
isms are always arrested by friction; it is impossible to design
any piece of machinery in which friction is completely overcome.

Place between two plates, which are to be moved one over the
other, a layer of shot, or better still, a layer of perfectly round,
hard, steel balls, and at once friction is marvelously reduced.
One plate moves over the other with magical ease as it rolls
on the intervening balls. No longer is it possible for hills and
valleys to intermesh, for they are separated.

Substitute for the layer of steel balls a film of lubricating oil,
and the same effect is obtained. The oil is in reality composed
of countless minute liquid globules, which serve exactly the
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same purpose as the steel balls. They keep the rubbing surfaces
apart, and they slip and slide past one another with little
interference.

All this seems very obvious and very simple. And yet,
curiously enough, it was only in the present generation that
the true function of a lubricant—the function of separating rub-
bing surfaces—was discovered.

This matter of lubrication affects every one of us. Greases
have always been employed. They answered well enough for
crude early machinery. But as mechanical engineering de-
veloped more highly specialized devices, better lubricants were
demanded. Had they not been forthcoming we might still be
using machines long since discarded. Petroleum lubricants met
the requirements. There would be no trolley cars, no power-
houses to supply current for electric lighting, no factories in
which shoes are made by machinery or fabrics woven by com-
plicated looms, no fast express trains, no great ocean steamers,
and no automobiles, were there no way of separating moving
surfaces in contact. If the petroleum wells of the world should
suddenly run dry, a calamity would befall us.

Some machinery might still be operated with vegetable and
animal lubricants; but almost every manufacturing plant would
close its -doors. Detroit, Cleveland, Philadelphia, Sheffeld,
Essen, in a word, hundreds of manufacturing towns all over the
world would be reduced to mere tombs. New York and London
of today would not differ vastly from ancient Rome and Athens
were it not for the astonishing development of mechanism.
But mechanism would not have been astonishingly developed
without lubricating oil. Egyptians and Greeks of old were not
distinguished as inventors. The achievements of Hero of
Alexandria, who invented a kind of steam engine, or of
Archimedes, who seems to be remembered chiefly for leaping
out of his bath-tub and screaming, “Eureka,” are fine subjects
for historical reading; but they are outdone every day by the
thousands of ingenious American mechanics who rain appli-
cations for patents on the government. The ancients knew
nothing of lubricants derived from petroleum. They had no
simple way of overcoming mechanical friction. Is that, perhaps,
the reason why Greece produced philosophers, poets and
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sculptors, but no towering mechanical genius? Some historian,
with the knowledge of an engineer, should write a treatise on the
influence of lubricating oil on civilization. Liebig once said that
the amount of soap consumed by a nation was an indication of
its culture. The amount of lubricating oil required by a nation
is a measure of its mechanical genius.

Even in this war lubrication plays its part—only the news-
papers never mention it. In my last article on the scarcity of
gasoline, it was pointed out that without Galician gasoline von
Hindenburg might have found it difficult to shift his regiments
by motor car in a hostile country unprovided with adequate
railways. Galician oil is even more important to Germany
as a source of petroleum from which lubricants can be obtained.
Without lubricants the fires of Essen might as well be extin-
guished. Shells could not be made on a wholesale scale, nor
rifles, nor airships. Galicia is worth any sacrifice in men for the
sake of her oil. Projectiles and guns are indispensable in war;
but so is lubricating oil. Without efficient lubrication, battles
would still be fought on a diminutive medieval scale.

No mechanism is more difficult to lubricate than an automobile
engine. You can imagine why if you can conceive the two
metal plates with which we began heated to redness. Clearly,
the thin film of oil which is spread between them and which
serves to reduce friction cannot last long. Part of it must be
consumed in that intense heat, and it must be renewed as fast
as it is consumed if it is to perform its task. Such, in a general
way, are the conditions in an automobile, except that air or
water is used to cool the metal and prevent it from becoming
red-hot. Within the smooth cylinder of the automobile engine .
is a piston which moves back and forth. The cylinder is one of
our rubbing surfaces; the piston is the other. 'Between the two
is a film of oil. The piston moves up; a mixture of gasoline
vapor and air is squeezed together; an electric spark passes at
the moment when the squeezing is greatest; a violent explosion
of the mixture takes place, as a result of which the piston is
driven back. And this occurs perhaps many hundred times
each minute. The engine becomes hot—intensely hot. Tempera-
tures of 3,000 degrees Fahrenheit are attained as the gases are
repeatedly ignited.
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When the automobile came these extraordinary conditions
began to be studied in earnest. An oil is needed which will
endure heat. Accordingly, oil chemists and mechanical en-
gineers began a long series of investigations which taught scien-
tists more about oil than was ever dreamed of in their philosophy
and which has made it possible to obtain special lubricants for
special motor car purposes. Oils are now prescribed for cars as
are medicines for human beings. Indeed, they may almost be
regarded as the exact mechanical equivalent of medicines.
How does friction manifest itself in the human frame? Is it
not in arms, legs, and fingers which move stifly and painfully?
Rheumatism is one form of friction which results from a lack of
lubrication. Without oil a car could not be driven; its joints
would fail; it would suffer from a kind of mechanical rheumatism.

The renewing of worn-out tires is popularly supposed to drain
the purses of automobile owners. Ask a motor car manu-
facturer and he will tell you otherwise. ‘‘Three-fourths of the
trouble with motor cars is due to carelessness on the part of the
owner in keeping the car properly lubricated” is the dictum of
one maker. Many cars suffer from mechanical gout because their
owners either fail to lubricate them adequately or because they
employ the wrong kind of oil.

Cars are like human beings. They have individualities. The
lubricating requirements of one differ from those of another.
Hence it has been necessary to study the design of engines, the
arrangement of cylinders, the construction and location of
valves, the manner of supplying oil to the moving parts, the num-
ber and fit of the piston rings, the condition of the bearings, the
cooling system, the speed of the engine, and even climatic
conditions. So, oil-chemists and engineers have become doctors
to the automobile industry. Motor cars are their patients. The
experience of these physicians of the automobile is embodied
in lubricating charts or tables which hang in most garages and
which are supplied for the asking by half a dozen reputable oil
refiners. If automobile owners dose their cars with the wrong
medicine it is not for lack of simply and compactly expressed
advice.

It is the primary duty of a lubricating oil to reduce friction
and thereby to enable the mechanism of an automobile ta
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transmit as much power as possible to the wheels. But the
conditions under which an oil must be applied in a motor car
are altogether opposed to the attainment of the ideal in that
respect. When the balls in a ball bearing are chipped they
cease to perform efficiently the function expected of them. So
it is with the minute globules of which oil is composed. The
heat to which it is subjected splits up some of the oil—an injury
which is both chemical and physical in character. Most of the
broken down oil is burned with the fuel: the rest of it is carbon,
the physical evidence of the change. From a fine transparent
yellow the oil changes in color progressively to bluish-yellow,
blue, and finally black. If a used, black oil is left to stand, much
of the blackness will settle in the form of a sediment. Chemists
have analyzed that sediment. They find that it is composed
of metal particles, worn off the rubbing parts of an automobile,
harmless carbonaceous matter, and black, powder-like carbon.
It is this fine carbon powder which prevents an old oil from
lubricating; its effect on the polished bearing surfaces of an
automobile engine and other parts is like that of so much sand.

Try as they may, chemists will never be able to produce an
oil which will not eventually yield that black, sand-like carbon
after use. This follows from the very nature of petroleum. Ask
a chemist what is the composition of an oil and he will reply
at once “hydrogen’” and *‘carbon.” Without carbon there can
be no oil, just as a brick house cannot be built without bricks.
It used to be the fashion among the less conscientious oil refiners
to claim that their lubricants contained no carbon. Latterly
we hear less of that ridiculous claim. The scientific spirit that
pervades the chemical laboratory, the spirit of finding out the
truth and expressing only the truth, has made itself felt in the
salesroom. No reputable refiner now claims that he sells a
“non-carbon oil.”” But he does claim that he employs as a staff
of physicists, chemists, and engineers whose task it is to study
oils, to discover how they can be made to resist the destructive
heat to which they are subjected in automobiles, and to devise
refining methods which will render it possible for an oil to wear
long and well before heat and wear will finally deposit that black
carbon grit which every automobilist has reason to fear.

It is fortunate that good lubricating oil carries a car very
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far. Ten dollars will probably pay for the best oil that a car
requires in a year. The better it is, the less of it is used. A
temporary saving of two or three dollars in the purchase of a
‘“‘cheap” oil may result in a hundred-dollar repair bill.

Just why that should be so follows from the peculiar work
that an oil is called upon to perform. Many a motor turns
over at the rate of twelve hundred revolutions per minute.
During a single minute, then, a piston must move back and forth
twenty-four hundred times, sucking in the explosive mixture
of air and vapor, compressing it, igniting it, and exhausting it.
Between the cylinder and the piston is a film of oil—a film so
thin that its thickness is less than three-thousandths of an inch.
Without that film the piston could not move; it would cling to
the cylinder wall. It is the business of the chemist to give the
oil sufficient body to withstand heat and to separate the piston
and its cylinder. If an oil has poor body—a bad oil for the
automobile—it cannot lubricate long. Piston rings will break
and cylinder walls will be scored. With other parts of the
car it is the same—with bearings, connecting rods, and wrist pins.
Only an oil which has been evolved after much scientific research
to meet the needs of the automobile will prevent that wear and
tear which manifests itself in the hideous ‘‘knocking” which is
sometimes heard on the road.
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The Care of a Motor Car

PREMIUM worth from $100. to $500. given free with
Aevery car! Sounds rather foolish, doesn’t it ?

If any automobile manufacturer should have the necessary
nerve to emblazon that statement in his advertising, a few of his
readers might write him immediate letters of inquiry, but the
chances are that most of them would mentally consign him to
the “booby hatch.”

Yet as an actual matter of real fact, not one but all up-to-date
automobile manufacturers could so advertise with perfect pro-
priety and truth, and get away with it, because they are doing
this very thing. However strange this may seem to you, it is
even more incredible, but also absolutely true, that the recipients
of these valuable articles rarely, if ever, recognize their value.
More frequently they turn up their noses and cast them aside as
not worth preserving. This is happening every day.

Now, before you apply that national epithet made famous by
our beloved T. R., please have an apology ready. The premium
referred to is the Instruction Book that is furnished with every
new automobile. Were it carefully read and followed, it would
save the owner many unnecessary and expensive repair bills,
many days without the use of his car and not a few distressing
entries on his page of the recording angel’s ledger.

Here’s a real problem in psychology. Why will a man spend
days, week or months in selecting a car, invest a goodly sum of
this world’s goods to become its owner and then omit to spend a
few short hours in learning how to handle his purchase so as to
get from it the unfailing service that the maker has put into it
and that every car owner desires? An unanswerable question.
It is a conundrum that has puzzled some of the most symmetrical
and well-balanced heads devoted to the manufacture and sale
of automobiles.

It is a curious commentary on human nature that automobile
manufacturers find it necessary to spend thousands of good
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dollars every year in attractively dressing up their Instruction
Books s0 as to tempt the car owner into acquiring some few rudi-
ments of automobile care; as for example, that the cooling sys-
tem is inoperative in the absence of water, that the clutch is de-
signed to accelerate the car smoothly and not hoppingly like a
kangaroo, and above all, that it is not axiomatic, that because
certain grease cups and oil holes are of necessity somewhat in-
accessible, they can be supplied with lubricant by the absent
treatment.

The average car owner looks on the Instruction Book as a
kind of first-aid-to-the-injured cabinet of wisdom. a good thing
to have at hand in case trouble develops. He cannot seem to get
the idea that the real function of an Imstruction Book is to pre-
vent trouble rather than simply to assist in its diagnosis and cure.

It is true that car builders, aiter many vears of endeavor, have
gone far toward eliminating the necessity for instruction books
by building cars that call for hardly human intelligence on the
part of their owners, but there still remains the need that the
work of those clever automobile engineers should be supple-
mented by reasonable care and attention on the part of car
OWTIers.

Now here’s some real meat on car care, which may for con-
venience be considered under two general headings.

Maintenance—Keeping the Car Itself in Condition

First, may be considered the conservation of the fabric of the
car, so that it will do its work smoothly, efficiently and uninter-
ruptedly over a period of sober, serviceable vears, instead of be-
ing consumed in a colorful but costly career lasting only for a
few stremious repair-shop-seeking months.

Operation—Cost of Getting Over the Road

Second, the car owner who wishes to get full value for his
money should give considerable thought to reducing operating
expenses by avoiding waste of fuel and lubricants. He must also
avoid wasting any of the useful life of those parts of the car
which are naturally subject to wear and tear and which require
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periodic renewal. The most important of these from the point
of view of operating expenses are the tires and the storage bat-
tery, which on the modern car furnishes current for starting,
lighting and ignition.

How Car and Care are Related

Now back to our first consideration. With respect to the con-
servation of the fabric of the car, it may be a disagreeable sur-
prise to many car owners to learn that in the opinion of car
manufacturers, progressive repairmen and others whose experi-
ence should qualify them to speak with authority, fully one-half
of the service value of most cars is frittered away because of
neglect by the owner of elemental care. That is certainly some
bump to our pride, but, unfortunately, it is true.

Lubrication—The First Auto Habit

This neglect is not so often wilful as ignorant—the average
car owner having never taken the pains to determine the
boundary line between reasonable use and abuse. Automobile,
meaning “moves itself,” does not mean “cares for itself.” In the
department of lubrication the average owner feels that if he sup-
plies oil and grease with reasonable fidelity, it is quite permissible
for him to be occasionally neglectful. Here’s where he slips.
The wear in a bearing run dry for however short a period can-
not be made good by any amount of subsequent lubrication. A
fact worth remembering.

Call him a “crank” if you will—but here’s how one car owner
solved the lubricating problem:

He had made a hundred copies of the lubrication chart shown
in his instruction book. He hung these on a clip in his garage
and at regular intervals went over his car applying oil or grease
at all points as indicated on the chart, checking each oil or grease
cup on the chart as he applied the lubricant. He then hung in a
conspicuous place on another clip the chart he had checked,
after having dated it, the date to be used as a reminder of the
next time for oiling.
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All parts must be kept lubricated at all times. This is the first
and most important rule of car care,

Those Little Adjustments and Repairs

Next in importance to lubrication comes the making of minor
adjustments and repairs as soon as the need for them is noted.
The homely old saying, “A Stitch in Time Saves Nine,” applies
right here. Not only does the habit of prompt repair of minor
wear and tear contribute to the long life and reliable operation
of the car, but it is also the best kind of safety insurance. Right
here it must be said that a suit of overalls and a pair of cheap
gloves are one of the best investments an autoist can make.

Every car driver writes a section of his autobiography on and
into the fabric of the automobile he drives. It is writing that is
familiar to and decipherable by every repair man. It is often
pretty sad reading. The repairman finds it on the scored walls
of engine cylinders, telling of failure to replenish the crank case
oil, or perhaps on the misshapen corners of transmission gears,
mute yet eloquent witnesses to the dragging clutch that made
every gear change a harrowing episode, and which ten minutes’
work would have adjusted, but which was neglected day after
day. And he finds it in broken springs and strained axles, in
frost-cracked cylinder jackets and in all the grease-starved, worn
and noisy loose joints and bearings of brakes and brake rods, of
radius rods, of steering connections and of those many other
little-regarded, out-of-the-way parts where, in the operation of
the car, metal moves against metal.

Water and Paint

Chassis care and upkeep contribute to good operation. Care
and upkeep of the body, top and, in fact, the entire finished sur-
face of the car, contribute to a continued good appearance.
Paint and varnish are preserved by frequent and careful wash-
ings and especially by occasional applications of some one of the
many reliable preparations which protect and give new life to
the finish. Apart from appearances, the paint and varnish pre-
serve the body by preventing the absorption of moisture, which
will quickly enter through paint cracks and rot away the wooden
framing.
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Out On the Road

Judicious operation of the car on the road will also help in no
small way to conserve the bank account of the owner. All parts
of the car are necessarily made as light as the service required of
them permits, yet with strength to withstand all necessary strains
with a reasonable factor of safety. Even legitimate emergency
conditions have been given consideration. But to run a heavily
loaded car over rough roads at high speed, to stop and start
violently, and the like, cannot fail to subject the parts to exces-
sive and unnecessary strains. The parts so strained may not im-
mediately give way, but the best of steel, like human flesh, is sub-
ject to fatigue and deterioration when its strength is overtaxed.

Gas—How Many Miles per Gallon?

Let us now take up the second heading of car care. In view
of the mounting price of gasoline, the subject of fuel economy
has become of vital importance. The American motorist can,
however, take such cold comfort as he can find in the thought
that his brothers over-seas have for a number of years paid even
higher prices for their fuel. Because of this more attention has
in the past been paid to fuel economy abroad than has been paid
here, where the lower cost of fuel has permitted us to subor-
dinate economy to ease of starting, flexibility, freedom from the
necessity of frequent carburetor adjustment and matters of this
kind. With gasoline promising to reach an even higher level in
the near future, automobile manufacturers will undoubtedly ap-
ply themselves to reducing fuel consumption per mile. In a
large part, this can be accomplished only by more accurate ad-
justments of mixture. To maintain the higher standard of
economy which can thus be reached, it will be necessary for the
car owner to supplement the work of the manufacturer and en-
gineer by frequent checking of fuel consumption and prompt
correction of any derangement of adjustment. There are few
cars now running over the roads of this country whose perform-
ance from the point of view of fuel consumption couldn’t be
greatly improved if the car owner were willing to give the matter
a little study. Care in the selection and use of cylinder oil,
grease and lubricants generally will also pay good dividends in
better performance of the car and the saving of many a dime.
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' Tires—Four On Every Car

Another big opportunity for the thrifty motorist is the saving
that can be effected by proper care of tires. Statisticians tell us
that the yearly bill for tires in this country alone is in the
neighborhood of $140,000,000, and that $40,000,000 of this is
wasted—the price of underinflation, overloading, neglect of small
cuts and other forms of tire abuse.

“I'll pump it up later,” is a thief that has dug deep into the
pockets of many motorists. Every motorist should own a tire
gauge and religiously keep his tires inflated to the proper pressure.

Pleasure cars are frequently overloaded. Oversized tires gen-
erally give more value as a return than the extra money which
they cost. A slightly overloaded tire will depreciate much faster
than most people would suppose.

Too many motorists have formed the habit of relying on their
ability to obtain an adjustment to protect them from the conse-
quences of their own neglect. Tire manufacturers generally de-
~ plore the fact that the adjustment policy has become so firmly
fixed upon the industry. It was adopted years ago when tire
making was not the exact science that it is to-day. Defective
tires were not uncommon, and the tire manufacturer was not
only willing but anxious to make good the defects he was power-
less to prevent. Now-a-days a really defective tire is seldom
turned out by a reputable manufacturer. But although the need
for it no longer exists, the adjustment policy has become, as most
tire manufacturers and many motorists realjze, a kind of vicious
circle. So many claims for adjustment are made on account of
low mileage due to abuse rather than a defect in the tire, that
the tire manufacturer is, in self-defense, obliged to make pro-
vision for adjustments in fixing his prices. This means that the
careful and conscientious tire user is paying for the neglect of
the careless tire user. Motorists and tire manufacturers alike
recognize and deplore this condition. It is to be hoped that tire
manufacturers will get together in the near future and abolish
what has become a real evil. The adjustment policy is an evil
because it fosters tire neglect. It should be done away with and
the present cost of adjustment taken off tire prices. In no
other way can proper tire care be really encouraged and a large
part of that $40,000,000 annual tire wastage saved.
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The Much and Often Abused Storage Battery

One of the greatest improvements made in automobiles was
the elimination of hand cranking and the introduction of electric
starters. You are willing to admit that a car without an electric
starter is only half a car. You depend on your starter, but re-
member that your starter depends upon a storage battery.

Poor battery. Because it is usually hidden under the seat or
in some other out of the way place, it seldom gets the little at-
tention it requires and the proper compensation for all the hard
work it does—and it’s only a little care that a storage battery
really needs. Proper, and the right amount of, food and an
occasional drink about covers it. Its food consists of electric
current fed to it by the generator. Whether or not it is receiv-
ing proper nourishment can be easily and quickly determined by
a hydrometer syringe, which registers the specific gravity of the
solution in the cells. A healthy battery should show a gravity of
between 1.250 and 1.300. For a drink a storage battery always
prefers distilled water (never acid) about once in two weeks—
sufficient water to just cover the tops of the battery plates. Re-
member the water in the solution gradually evaporates, but never
the acid. A battery should also be kept clean and dry—even
though it is not exposed to view.

And while discussing the electrical system for starting, lighting
or ignition, it should be added that in case of any trouble the
first thing to do is to carefully examine all of the wiring. All
contacts should be kept clean and bright, with all terminals and
connections screwed tightly .in place. Examine carefully to be
sure none of the insulation has been rubbed or burned from the
wires.

The Dollars and Sense Side

What is the life of a motor car? Does it pay to spend time
and money in caring for a car or is it more economical to buy a
car, “run it out” and then replace it? How should a motorist
handle a car in order to get the maximum service at a minimum
cost? These are pertinent questions in connection with the care
of a car.



The experience of one of the largest automobile operating”
companies in the country will perhaps best answer these ques-
tions. A study of this subject by expert engineers over a period
of a number of years proved that the life of an automobile is
practically indefinite provided it is given proper care and at-
tention. A dollar saved by omitting to make good ordinary
wear and tear in due season is almost sure to result in two dollars’
loss in the service and therefore the resale value of a car.

There is hardly a motorist who cannot call to mind some friend
or acquaintance who is to-day running a car of the vintage of
1910 or 1912 and who is getting out of it as reliable and econom-
ical service as he did when the car was new. An investigation
will always prove that such owners are giving prompt and
careful attention to all details of the car and that any troubles
that may develop are given immediate and intelligent attention.
This much is certain-—good care means reliable service and
long life.

GENERAL OPERATING COST
Electric Vehicles

There has been considerable demand for reliable information
on the cost of operating electric vehicles and as is well under-
stood, the peculiarities of the service in each particular instance
may seriously influence the cost, hence, data procured from
specific cases may not be applicable elsewhere. It has, therefore,
been desirable to determine upon a table covering the various
sizes of machines which would be based upon actual operating
experience covering a great variety of installations in normal
city service.

The following table is, therefore, intended to give a fair illus-
tration of the cost of operating electric vehicles under normal
conditions where the machine service does not exceed the capacity
of one battery charge per day.

The figures given in this table may be reduced in many cases
where special care is exercised in supervising the equipment and
the service rendered, and it naturally follows that there will be
other cases where the severity of service or operating conditions
will necessarily increase these figures. They are intended to
indicate those which will likely exist in the majority of city in-
stallations. For particular or individual cases other figures can
of course be substituted for those in the table.

Depreciation at 109, should provide one complete equipment
renewal in ten years, as depreciation gradually reduces the in-
vestment, a 39, rate of interest may be considered more equitable.

With alkaline battery equipment investment and interest will
be higher, depreciation and maintenance lower, and power con-
sumption higher than shown in the table. However, over any
extended period the resultant operating cost will not differ radi-
cally from that given in table on next page.
