All the drivers who have taken part in this challenge have said it's magical, I will soon be able to experience it for myself, I can't wait to get going!"
The whole G-DRIVE by SIGNATECH NISSAN team has mobilised for this day of tests and Nelson Panciatici, well supported by his co-drivers, intends to garner as much experience as possible in order to be ready for the coming Le Mans 24 Hours on June 16 and 17.
