Ballew Brings West Drivers to PIR -This may be Andrew Myers first start in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series, but not his first time on the Phoenix International Raceway (PIR).  Myers brings NASCAR Grand National, West Series experience with him to the 1-mile track just outside Phoenix, Arizona.
