Before joining the team he worked as a crew chief of the No. 89 NASCAR Sprint Cup Series team driven by Morgan Shepherd. Over his career he has also worked with Morgan-Dollar Motorsports and Xpress Motorsports, as well.  In 2000, George was the crew chief for Carlos Contreras in the No. 12 Hot Wheels Dodge Ram at Impact Motorsports.

Billy Ballew Motorsports started competing full-time in the NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series in 2002 and has had a variety of drivers over the years. The team has fielded competitive entries for many well known NASCAR drivers including Kyle Bush, Denny Hamlin, Bill Lester, Jeremy Mayfield, Geoffrey Bodine, Rich Bickle, Joe Ruttman, Bobby Gill, John Andretti, Martin Truex Jr., Andy Houston and others. But it was Shane Hmiel who piloted the No. 15 Chevrolet for the 2004 season that brought Billy Ballew his first win at the Las Vegas Motor Speedway in the team’s 100th start in the in the Craftsman Truck Series.


Eight different drivers were behind the wheel in 2005 when the team finishes a Career-best fifth in the final NASCAR Craftsman Truck Series Owners’ Points.
