1-25 Bridge Work Continues August 8
Santo Domingo

Santa Fe-The New Mexico Department of Transportation (NMDOT) continues bridge rehabilitation
work on 1-25, mile maker 263 at Santo Domingo (bottom of La Bajada Hill) south of Santa Fe.

Starting Friday, August 8 at 8:00 p.m., the 1-25 southbound lanes will be reduced to one lane. The
reduced lanes will be in effect until 5:00 a.m. Monday, August 10, 2014. Motorists can expect minor
delays.
