• Project is underway. Mile marker 220 (just south of the Rio Bravo Interchange) for approximately four miles (to the Broadway Interchange). During the day Sunday – Saturday (7 days a week) from 5 a.m. - 8 p.m., two lanes will be open in each direction.  Speed is reduced to 55 mph or less for the remainder of the project. Single lane closures in both directions during night work (8 p.m. – 5 a.m.).


Roy Avenue Bridge Replacements NM 556 Edith Blvd. to Second Street Round-A-Bout

•Project is underway.  Most of the work will not impact the exiting traffic patterns on Roy Avenue other than watching for construction equipment and trucks in the area.  A flagging operation will be used intermittently for construction of the bridge over Edith Blvd. which will stay open at all times.

• Wednesday, 3/18 – Thursday, 3/19 – Paseo del Norte over Coors, right lane closures for signal, lighting and shoulder work.  Westbound lane closed from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Eastbound lane closed from 10:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

• Wednesday 3/18 – Monday 3/23, 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. - NM 47 and Bobby Foster Road.  Bridge guardrail replacement.  All southbound traffic will be shifted and merged in to the northbound inside lanes and all northbound traffic will be shifted into the outside lane. This will put south bound and north bound traffic in a one lane highway configuration.
