Summary: 
FORD IS RECALLING CERTAIN MODEL YEAR 2005 AND 2006 F-150 PICK UP 
TRUCKS MANUFACTURED AT THE NORFOLK ASSEMBLY PLANT FROM 
NOVEMBER 1, 2004, THROUGH JUNE 30, 2005.  IF THE CLOCKSPRING JUMPER 
WIRE COMES IN CONTACT WITH THE DRIVER SIDE FRONTAL AIR BAG 
LOWER HORN PLATE, THE WIRE INSULATION MAY BECOME CHAFED, 
CREATING A POTENTIAL FOR A SHORT CIRCUIT.  IF THIS OCCURS THE AIR 
BAG WARNING LAMP MAY ILLUMINATE INDICATING THAT SERVICE IS 
REQUIRED. 
 
Consequence: 
THE DRIVER SIDE FRONTAL AIR BAG COULD INADVERTENTLY DEPLOY 
INCREASING THE RISK OF INJURY OR LOSS OF VEHICLE CONTROL IF 
OCCURRING WHILE IN MOTION. 
 
Remedy: 
FORD WILL NOTIFY OWNERS AND INSTRUCT THEM TO TAKE THEIR 
VEHICLES TO A FORD OR LINCOLN/MERCURY DEALER TO HAVE A NEW 
CLOCKSPRING JUMPER WIRE INSTALLED THAT INCORPORATES A 
PROTECTIVE MESH COVER.  REPAIRS WILL BE PERFORMED FREE OF 
CHARGE.  THE SAFETY RECALL IS EXPECTED TO BEGIN ON OR ABOUT 
FEBRUARY 28, 2011.  OWNERS MAY CONTACT FORD MOTOR COMPANY

Copies of all notices, bulletins, dealer notifications, and other 
communications that relate to this recall, including a copy of the final owner 
notification letter and any subsequent owner follow-up notification letter(s), are 
required to be submitted to this office no later than 5 days after they are originally 
sent (if they are sent to more than one manufacturer, distributor, dealer, or 
purchaser/owner).

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of six consecutive quarterly status reports is 
required within one month after the close of the calendar quarter in which notification to 
purchasers occurs.  Therefore, the first quarterly report will be due on or before 30 days 
after the close of the calendar quarter.
